You realize that, while the Reform and Conservative
movements support their Israeli congregations to some extent,
the vast majority of their resources are invested elsewhere.

You are upset by the unjust distribution of Israeli government
support for synagogues to the significant exclusion of Reform
and Conservative congregations.

You would like to have a personal relationship with Israelis
who share your religious values and join together with your
children and others in your community to share the exciting
experience of growth and development of a congregation in
Israel.

You agree that the members of Reform and Conservative
congregations in Israel are pioneers who work with few
resources and limited support; yet they produce remarkable
results. For their efforts to bear greater fruit, it is time for us to
support these heroes and their efforts.

The time has come for us to put our resources behind our
ideologies and to personally and directly join and support
Israeli Reform and Conservative congregations in their fight for
religious expression and social justice.
